NOTIFICATION OF RULES

(FOR THE CONDUCT OF A.M.U. STUDENTS' UNION
FRAMED BY THE PATRON UNDER A.C.
REGULATIONS, CHAPTER LVI)
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As
Chapter

authorised by the Regulations of the Academic Council
LVI (amended by the Academic Council’s Resolution No. 15

dated 15-10-1951) I, as Patron of the Aligarh Muslim University Students’
Union, has framed the following rules for the guidence of the Students’
Union (hereinafter called “the Union") :—

1.

Only whole-time students of the University such as are study-
ing in courses above the Higher Secondary School level (Class
XII)-shall be deemed to be the members of the Union.

Provided that Scholars admitted to courses leading to
M.Phil. and Ph.D. degreegs or to the M.S. or M.D, degrees,
shall not be members of the Union.

Only members of the Union, as defined in Rule i, shall be enti-
tled to vote and election to any office of the Unjon or to mem-
bership of its Executive Committee and to be candidates for
election to the said office and the said membership of the
Executive Committee.

Provided that no student, though a member of the Union
under Rule 1, can be elected to any office of the Union or be
a member of its Executive Committee, if—

(@) he has failed to complete the whole course to which he may

at any time have been admitted at this University or any other
University within the minimum period prescribed for that
course; or

(b) he has failed toclear or complete part of a course that he

is currently admitted to within the minimum period prescribed
for that part of the course by the Ordinances (Academic); or

he has been judged guilty of indiscipline or gross misconduct
and has been expelled from the rolls of the University or
any of the University for a period of six months or more for
the offence; or

there is a break exceeding one academic vear between the
course last completed by him at thjs University or any other
University and the next course to which he has been
admitted; or
