THE CONSTITUTION OF THE POST-GRADUATE
STUDENTS® UNION

DIBRUGARH UNIVERSITY

PREAMBLE

We the students of Dibrugarh University having solemnly resolved to constitute a
Students” Union 1o promote our intellectual, moral, physical cuitural and material
advancements to safeguard our distinctive rights and privileges, to foster goodwill and
mutual co-operation among ourselves in particular, and all other members of the
University community, other students and people of our country in general, above all, to
play a constructive role towards and all-round development of Dibrugarh University give
unto ourselves this constitution.

Article 1: Name

The name of the Union shall be “Dibrugarh University Post-Graduate Students’
Union”, heremafter referred to as *DUPGSU’.

Article 2: Emblem

The University embiem shall be the emblem of the Union.

Article 3: Flag

The DUPGSU shall have a flag. The colouwr of the flag shall be white with
cmblem of the Dibrugarh University at the centre. The area of the Flag shall be 3' X 2,

Article 4: Jurisdiction

‘The jurisdiction of the DUPGSU shali be Dibrugarh University.

Article 5: Objectives

Towards the fulfillment of the above abjectives, the DUPGSU shall carry out the
following functions.

To organize and hold meetings, debates, competitions, symposiums and
exhibitions;

To organize functions such as sports, music, fine arts, social service
camps ¢ic,

To manage the students canteen and other things of a similar nature of
common inicrests;

To organize and participate in the Inter College festivals;

To publish Journals, Magazincs, Bulleting, Pamphlets and submit
memorandum whenever necessary,

To send representatives, delegations, teams to such places and bodies as
may be desirable;

To organize educational excursion Lo visit different places of academic
intercats;

To undertake any other programme of actions as may be necessary for the
attainment of the objectives stated above.

Clause I : Language

The regional language of the state of Assam shall be the language of the

Union. English can also be used as the language of the Union and a member in the
meeting can speak with due permission from the Chair in any language listed in
the eighth schedule of the ‘Constitution of India’.

Clause IT Membership

All the regular students admitted to different Departments / Centres of
Studies having at least one year's duration of the University shall be the
members of the Union. One departmental/centre Secretary shall be
selected from each department/centre from amongst the members of the
departm-nt/centre by themselves oy

Students having been admitted to a course of study of less then fwo years’
duration shall not be allowed to contest the election.



iii) All the members of the teaching statl shall be the fraternal members of the
Union.

Article 7: Executive Committee

Clause II

There shall be Executive Committee members from all the Departments and
Centres of Studies (One from each department / Centres of Studies).

Article 8:

There shall be one Teacher in-charge for each group of office bearers mentioned
below. The Teacher in-charge shall be from among the regular and full time( appointed
for one year ot more) contractual teachers of the University. The President in consultation
with the Secretaries of cach group shall request 2 particular teacher of his choice to act as
Teacher-in-charge. The Teacher-in—charge shall allocate additional dutics 10 the
respective group secretarics as and when necessary.

Articie 9 :

The President of the new Executive Committee shall vacate his office after one
academic year in office or after completion of his course of study which ever is

earlier.
Vacating office by the President would mean dissolution of the Executive

Committee,

Article 10:Fecs

All the members of the Union other than the fraternal members shall pay the
Union fee as fixed by the University authority from time to time at the beginning
of each academic session.

Article 11: Powers and Functions of the President

The President of the Union shall perform the following functions:

i) He shall preside over the meetings of the Union. In the absence of the
President, the Vice-President will preside over the meetings. In the
absence of both of them, the General Secretary will request a member
present in the meeting to preside over the meeting.

b The President shall be the final autlicrity on all the matters concerning the
Union excluding matters concerning election disputes.



iii) (e shall cxercise his voting right in cane of a e when necessary.
iv) lie shall nominate seven members from the Union to the University court
in consultation with the General Scerctary of the Union.

Article 12: Powers and Functions of the Vice-President

[n the event of the absence of the President due to leave, illness or any other
cause, the Vice-President shall exercise all the powers and functions of the
President.

Article 13: Functions of the General Secretary

The General Socretary shall perform the following functions:

i) Heo shall co-ordinate the activitics of the sectional Secretaries as indicated
in lo 7 Clause L

ii) He shall arrange meetings and other functions of the Union,

iiiy  Ho shall represent the Union to the different bodies and authorities of the

Universitics on behalf of the Unien.
iv) IHe shall be the custodian of all the records of the different activities of the
Union.
v) Ho shall keep records of the minutes of all the meetings.
vi) tic shall be the publisher of all the publications of the Union and he shall
be responsible for this.
i vii) Ho shall represent as a member to the different committces of the
i University as provided by the rules and regulations of the University.

viii) e shall have to perform any otlier activity as assigned by the President of
the Union from time to time.

Article 14: Functions of the Assistant General Secretary

In the event of the absence of the General Secretary, the Assistant General
Secretary shall act as the General Secrctary and will assume all the powers and
functions of the General Secretary.

Article 15: Functions of the Sectional Secretaries ( Under Article 7

Clause I)

The sectional Secretarics shall be responsible for their respective activities, which
fall under their respective jurisdiction.

All the members of the Executive Commitice will be jointly responsible for the
activitics of the Union.

Any jurisdictional disputss between/among the sectional Secretaries shall be
resolved by the President in consultation with the Union Executive

The sectional Secrotarics shall maintain records of the activities of their respective

Jurisdiction.

; Article 16: Functions of the Departmental/Centre Representatives

The departniental representatives and the representative studies centers shall take
account of the opinions in their respective departments/ studies centers as far as
possible. )

Article 17: Tenure

The tenure of the Executive Committee shall be one academic year. Under special
circumstances, tenure of the Executive Committee may be extended for not more
than three monthis with the approval of the general body of the Union.

Article 18: Election

Clause 1
The Annual General Election of the diflerent office bearers {mentioned in Article
7.Clause T) of the Union shall ordinarily be held within three months of the

beginning of the new academic session of the Post-Graduate classes.

Students of the Under Graduate classes of the University Campus shall be entitled
to contest at most three posts of office bearers to be allocated by the executive
committee.

No studentt shall be qualified to contest as a candidate or to vote in the elections of
the Union if Lis or her name is struck off from the rolls of the University classes,
for reasons otiter than arrears of the University fecs.

When the office of the President of the DUPGSU falls vacant for any reasons
wiustsoover, the Vice-President shall function as the President of the DUPGSU.

Clause VII

If the office of the departmental / center representative falls vacant, this shall be
filled by re-clection from the respective departments/ centres with due notification
from the President.

Clause VIII

If the office of any elected member other than those mentioned in Article 1§,
Clauses V, VI VII falls vacant, the office shall be filled by the Executive
Committee from among the members of the committee. The modus operandi will
be decided upon by the Executive Commitice itself.

Article 19: Election Procedure

The following shall be the procedure for the election:
